A walk in the park with Java-gnome and GTK#

A classic strategy for defeating an opponent coalition, in business and war, is "divide and conquer". It has three main steps:



   1. identify two trivially different groups within your opponent

   2. generate propaganda to magnify the perceived difference until the two groups hate one another with a burning passion

   3. use your time to make productive advances, while your opponent wastes all their energy on in-fighting



Successful conquering parties have used this strategy for millennia. It works well. It works by magnifying -- to a destructive level -- two healthy and normal features of any social group:



   1. social jockeying for leadership positions

   2. familiarity with the weaknesses of your colleagues



The Problem



Sun and Microsoft are colluding to divide and conquer the free software movement. They have agreed to avoid fighting one another over differences in their software, and to focus on us instead. They are using trivial differences in language -- between C# and Java -- to drive a wedge into our community.



This is a tactic of propaganda. I hope to illustrate, with this page, that the differences in language are indeed trivial.



La conclusion :

These are not the sort of differences to make war with ourselves over. We are being trolled, baited, provoked into seeing ourselves as the enemy. We need to stop. The languages are essentially identical, and provide identical "gains in programmer productivity" and so forth. We must obviously support both, given the amount of existing code. We must obviously ship both. We will be building compilers and runtimes for both systems for decades to come. We should stop fighting and focus on our strength: building bridges and working around minor differences.
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
